Introduction 
This section should provide adequate background and then state clearly the objectives of the work presented in the rest of the paper. Please avoid detailed literature surveys or a summary of the results which may be provided in later sections. High quality papers describing original research are invited. It is intended that after the conference, with some revision, they are included into the Applied Energy special edition. Technical reports and lecture notes are not appropriate.
Please use 11-point Times Roman font throughout except in cases indicated explicitly. On a Macintosh, use the font named Times. Start new paragraphs with a blank line i.e. the first line of each paragraph must not be indented. Do not leave a blank line between headings and start of text. Text should be single spaced and justified. The document should not exceed 10 pages in length, including figures and references. As in this document, margins should be 2.54 cm all round (the default setting). Please use the numeric system of referencing. In-text citations should be given in square brackets like this [1].

Material and methods
In this section you should provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced.  Methods already published should be referenced and only relevant modifications should be described. 

The heading of sections should be in Times New Roman 11-point bold with only the initial letter of the first word capitalised. (Note: words  like ‘the’ or ‘a’ is not capitalised unless it is the first word of the heading.) Use subsections to divide your paper into clearly defined sections, e.g. 2.1, 2.2… as shown below.  Please limit your numbering to Level 3 maximum (2.1.1, 2.1.2…).

Sub-headings
Sub-headings at this level should be bold with only the initial letter of the first word capitalised.  The main title of the paper is centred but headings and sub-headings should be aligned left.

Level 3 subheadings
This level heading should be in italic and not bold with only the initial letter of the first word capitalised.

Theory / Calculation

According to Elsevier guidelines, ‘a theory section should extend, not repeat, the background to the article already dealt with in the Introduction and lay the foundation for further work.  In contrast, a calculation section represents a practical development from a theoretical basis.’

Equations

Simple formulae should be included in line with normal text where possible. If equations are displayed separately from the text, they must be left-aligned, typed in 11-point Times New Roman, and numbered consecutively in standard brackets (kept to the right). If symbols in the equation need to be described, the description should appear below the equation. Use the solidus (/) instead of a horizontal line for small fraction terms, e.g. X/Y.  Powers of e are often more conveniently denoted by exp. Variables are to be presented in italics.

How to present figures
Whenever possible present figures on the same page in which they are mentioned in order to enhance readability. All figures should be supplied with a caption which should be separate to the figure itself and appear centre aligned below the figure.  A caption should comprise a figure number (not on the figure itself) and a description of the figure.  Keep text in the figures to a minimum but explain all symbols and abbreviations used. Centre the figures and the caption of each figure. Refer to each figure in the body of the text. Please bear in mind that the proceedings may be printed in black & white format (although the journal publication will be in colour).

How to present tables
If you are using the Microsoft Word table feature, do not use grid lines between rows and columns; use only the outer grid line.  If the Microsoft Word table feature is not used, use tabs, not spaces, to align columns.  Number tables consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text. Label each table with a number and description; align left and above the table body.

Conclusions
Present the main conclusions of the study in a short Conclusion section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion/Results & Discussion section.  
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References
All sources cited in the text and abstract should be presented in the reference list in the order in which they appear in the text.
References must be left aligned – please do not justify the list.
Unpublished results and personal communications are not recommended but if they are included they should follow the standard reference style and should include a substitution of the publication date with either "Unpublished results" or "Personal communication" Citation of a reference as "in press" implies that the item has been accepted for publication.
Web references can be included in the reference list. As a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed. Any further information, if known (website owner, author names, last updated date, reference to a source publication, etc.), should also be given.
